THE FUNDAMENTALS OF

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Building a slide deck can be a powerful supporting
tool to help you reinforce your ideas, engage your
audience and create a more compelling presentation.

Be careful to make sure that any data points,
quotation, text and images are supporting your
ideas and not distracting from your presentation.




Using statistics and other quantitative data
can be a helpful tool in explaining the context
of the problem you are working to solve.

Make sure that you choose a small number of data points
and communicate them clearly.



RUOTATIONS

Using quotations from the stakeholders you have engaged
is a powerful way to bring their voices to the table.

Make sure your quotations directly support
the ideas you are sharing.
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TEXT

Using text on slides to reinforce ideas can be a helpful
way to keep your audience engaged.

Do not read the text off the slides but make comments
that help reinforce and interpret the text.
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IMAGES

Images, especially, of the community and the stakeholders
you are working alongside, can be a powerful way to engage
the audience by humanizing the problem.

Use images more than any other kind of visual
in your presentation slide deck.
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ANALYZE

What did you notice about the story? About the visuals?
